Wild! Rhino Project 

What is the Wild! Rhino Project 
The Wild! Rhino Project is an initiative of Taronga Zoo Sydney and Taronga Western Plains Zoo Dubbo aimed at raising awareness of the plight of the Rhino and conservation projects at Taronga’s Zoos and abroad. 

Dubbo City Council is supporting the project (and its fundraising efforts) with the development of a Wild! Rhino Trail.    The trail is aimed at creating and promoting an additional visitor offering in Dubbo and region; and at the same time, help raise much needed funds to help preserve the Rhino species.   A spectacular path of colourful and visually striking Rhino sculptures will be installed through the streets, parks and public spaces in Sydney’s CBD and between Sydney and Dubbo.

Dubbo City Council will  install two (2) Rhino sculptures in Dubbo as part of the Trail.  

Council is inviting members of the Dubbo community to submit concept designs for application to the two (2) Rhinos.    The artists which produce the two designs selected will receive $500 for each design – sponsored by Early Rise Baking Company.

Who can submit a design
Any resident of Dubbo is eligible to submit a design.  The design does not necessarily have to be created by a professional designer or an experienced artist.  Council encourages children of all ages to create and submit a design.

All designs provided will be showcased at the Dubbo Visitors Centre for a period of four (4)  weeks.

Can I submit a design and if successful apply the paintwork 
If the winning design is created by an artist, who has expressed an interest in painting the Rhino, an honorarium of $1,000 will be paid by the Taronga Foundation.   Expressions of interest in applying the paintwork should be made when submitting the design.


Deadline for design:  12 noon Monday 18 November







The sculptures    
The sculptures have been purposefully designed to be amorphous and to act as a 3D blank canvas to enable artists to create their own unique work of art.  The sculptures are manufactured using a mixture of  Class II fire retardant laminating resin and chopped roving fibreglass over an initial brushed-on layer of  polyester gel coat. Each sculpture is finished with a  primer and is ready to paint.

Weight: 40kg (approximately)
Measurements: 1340mm (h) x 2250mm (l) x 800mm (w)

The creative

The design should be vibrant, bold and reflect the personality of the City’s brand, “time-to-smile”.

Only design concept is required.  Artwork will be undertaken by artists commissioned by Taronga.

How to submit the design concepts
Designs are to be submitted via email to:  citypromotions@dubbo.nsw.gov.au or delivered to the Dubbo Visitors Centre, no later 12 noon 18 November 2013.  
Concepts can be, if desired, created using the template below.

How the designs will be chosen
All designs submitted will be considered by a panel comprising of four (4) councillors including the Mayor.

Two (2) designs will be chosen that meet the brief above.  The concept designs will be provided to Taronga week commencing 25 November, for application by an artist in Sydney.

Terms and conditions:
Design concepts are to be received by 12 noon Monday 18 November 2013 via email citypromotions@dubbo.nsw.gov.au or by delivery to the Dubbo Visitors Centre
Only residents of the Dubbo Local Government Area are invited to submit a design concept
Dubbo City Council will not cover any expenses incurred by artists in the process of developing a design concept
Council will request that the artists of each design complete and sign a Moral Rights Consent and Copyrights Consent form (copy attached)
Submission of a design automatically provides approval to Dubbo City Council to place the design on display at the Dubbo Visitors Centre for a four (4)  week period.
Design concepts not selected by the panel will remain the property of the artist and will not be used, represented or reproduced by Dubbo City Council (excepting the four (4)  week period that the concepts will be placed on exhibition).
The artists of the  2 designs chosen will receive $500 thanks to Early Rise Baking Company.
Designers interested in applying the artwork to the Rhino are required to express this interest when submitting the design.  
If your design is chosen and you are asked to apply the artwork, you will receive an  honorarium of $1,000 from the Taronga Foundation.  

It should be noted that Council is redeveloping its gateway signs located on each highway entrance to the city.  The gateway signs will include a Rhino sculpture, however, design for each of these sculptures is not related to this project.









Summary:
Two (2) rhino sculptures will be installed in Dubbo in May 2014 featuring the design created by two Dubbo residents.

The sculptures will form part of the Wild! Rhino Trail leading from Sydney to Dubbo.  The trail will be strongly supported by marketing activity undertaken by Taronga’s Zoos and Dubbo City Council.
